A survey distributed at the end of the seminars
confirmed a “lack of knowledge” and “client’s perception” as two important
impediments in the use of wood today. The participants also expressed
concern over the availability of local material: “Where can | buy Glulam in
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Queb

Ontario?” The survey results and experiences acquired from these
conferences will be valuable when designing our future technical seminars.

Lowndes Lambert is one of the world’s leading
independent insurance and reinsurance brokers. The project should be
completed in the fall of 2006. The goal of the study being undertaken is to
come to an understanding of comparative insurance costs during and post
construction based on fire risks for non-residential construction projects,
whether built in wood, steel or concrete. The study will focus on projects in
three cities in Quebec, one in Ontario and one in British Columbia.
